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Divine Interruptions 
 
Life and ministry can get busy sometimes, but we need to keep our antennas up being sensitive 
to the leading for the Lord in the area of interruptions or divine interruptions. On many 
occasions we are only headed for what we have scheduled to do, and we do not let the Holy 
Spirit lead us. We need to plan all we plan but leave room for divine interruptions. God may be 
wanting to do something to help you or another person through your ministry. 
 

a) Make room for divine interruptions. 
 

b) Don’t be rigid in your assignment that you do not allow interruption in your assignment. 
There can be an outstanding move of God when we let and allow God to do divine 
interruptions.

The Burning Bush 
 
Exodus 3:1- 7 Now Moses kept the flock of Jethro his father in law, the priest of Midian: and he led 
the flock to the backside of the desert, and came to the mountain of God, even to Horeb. 2 And 
the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he 
looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed. 3 And Moses said, 
I will now turn aside, and see this great sight, why the bush is not burnt. 4 And when the LORD 
saw that he turned aside to see, God called unto him out of the midst of the bush, and said, Moses, 
Moses. And he said, Here am I. 5 And he said, Draw not nigh hither: put off thy shoes from off thy 
feet, for the place whereon thou standest is holy ground. 6 Moreover he said, I am the God of thy 
father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. And Moses hid his face; for 
he was afraid to look upon God. 7 And the LORD said, I have surely seen the affliction of my people 
which are in Egypt, and have heard their cry by reason of their taskmasters; for I know their 
sorrows; 
 
 
 
 

The Wedding at Cana 
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John 2:1-10 And the third day there was a marriage in Cana of Galilee; and the mother of Jesus 
was there: 2 And both Jesus was called, and his disciples, to the marriage. 3 And when they wanted 
wine, the mother of Jesus saith unto him, They have no wine. 4 Jesus saith unto her, Woman, what 
have I to do with thee? mine hour is not yet come. 5 His mother saith unto the servants, 
Whatsoever he saith unto you, do it. 6 And there were set there six waterpots of stone, after the 
manner of the purifying of the Jews, containing two or three firkins apiece. 7 Jesus saith unto them, 
Fill the waterpots with water. And they filled them up to the brim. 8 And he saith unto them, Draw 
out now, and bear unto the governor of the feast. And they bare it. 9 When the ruler of the feast 
had tasted the water that was made wine, and knew not whence it was: (but the servants which 
drew the water knew;) the governor of the feast called the bridegroom, 10 And saith unto him, 
Every man at the beginning doth set forth good wine; and when men have well drunk, then that 
which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wine until now.

John 18:7-11 Then asked he them again, Whom seek ye? And they said, Jesus of Nazareth. 8 Jesus 
answered, I have told you that I am he: if therefore ye seek me, let these go their way: 9 That the 
saying might be fulfilled, which he spake, Of them which thou gavest me have I lost none. 10 Then 
Simon Peter having a sword drew it, and smote the high priest's servant, and cut off his right ear. 
The servant's name was Malchus. 11 Then said Jesus unto Peter, Put up thy sword into the sheath: 
the cup which my Father hath given me, shall I not drink it? 
 
 
 

Woman with the issue of blood 
 
Mark 5:22-35 And, behold, there cometh one of the rulers of the synagogue, Jairus by name; and 
when he saw him, he fell at his feet, 23 And besought him greatly, saying, My little daughter lieth 
at the point of death: I pray thee, come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be healed; and she 
shall live. 24 And Jesus went with him; and much people followed him, and thronged him. 25 And 
a certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years, 26 And had suffered many things of 
many physicians, and had spent all that she had, and was nothing bettered, but rather grew worse, 
27 When she had heard of Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched his garment. 28 For she 
said, If I may touch but his clothes, I shall be whole. 29 And straightway the fountain of her blood 
was dried up; and she felt in her body that she was healed of that plague. 30 And Jesus, 
immediately knowing in himself that virtue had gone out of him, turned him about in the press, 
and said, Who touched my clothes? 31 And his disciples said unto him, Thou seest the multitude 
thronging thee, and sayest thou, Who touched me? 32 And he looked round about to see her that 
had done this thing. 33 But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what was done in her, 
came and fell down before him, and told him all the truth. 34 And he said unto her, Daughter, thy 
faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of thy plague. 35 While he yet spake, there 
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came from the ruler of the synagogue's house certain which said, Thy daughter is dead: why 
troublest thou the Master any further? 
 
 

Sleeping on a pillow 
 
Mark 4:35 And the same day, when the even was come, he saith unto them, Let us pass over unto 
the other side. 36 And when they had sent away the multitude, they took him even as he was in 
the ship. And there were also with him other little ships. 37 And there arose a great storm of wind, 
and the waves beat into the ship, so that it was now full. 38 And he was in the hinder part of the 
ship, asleep on a pillow: and they awake him, and say unto him, Master, carest thou not that we 
perish? 39 And he arose, and rebuked the wind, and said unto the sea, Peace, be still. And the wind 
ceased, and there was a great calm. 40 And he said unto them, Why are ye so fearful? how is it 
that ye have no faith? 41 And they feared exceedingly, and said one to another, What manner of 
man is this, that even the wind and the sea obey him? 
 
 
 

Rest awhile 
 
Mark 6:30-44 And the apostles gathered themselves together unto Jesus, and told him all things, 
both what they had done, and what they had taught. 31 And he said unto them, Come ye 
yourselves apart into a desert place, and rest a while: for there were many coming and going, and 
they had no leisure so much as to eat. 32 And they departed into a desert place by ship privately. 33 
And the people saw them departing, and many knew him, and ran afoot thither out of all cities, 
and outwent them, and came together unto him. 34 And Jesus, when he came out, saw much 
people, and was moved with compassion toward them, because they were as sheep not having a 
shepherd: and he began to teach them many things. 35 And when the day was now far spent, his 
disciples came unto him, and said, This is a desert place, and now the time is far passed: 36 Send 
them away, that they may go into the country round about, and into the villages, and buy 
themselves bread: for they have nothing to eat. 37 He answered and said unto them, Give ye them 
to eat. And they say unto him, Shall we go and buy two hundred pennyworth of bread, and give 
them to eat? 38 He saith unto them, How many loaves have ye? go and see. And when they knew, 
they say, Five, and two fishes. 39 And he commanded them to make all sit down by companies 
upon the green grass. 40  And they sat down in ranks, by hundreds, and by fifties. 41 And when he 
had taken the five loaves and the two fishes, he looked up to heaven, and blessed, and brake the 
loaves, and gave them to his disciples to set before them; and the two fishes divided he among 
them all. 42 And they did all eat, and were filled. 43 And they took up twelve baskets full of the 
fragments, and of the fishes. 44 And they that did eat of the loaves were about five thousand 
men.
