One of the most untappcd areas of the ministrg of the Holy SPirit is the Promisc that He would
show us tlﬁings to come. This is a benefit to the born~again believer that needs to be taken

advantagc of. This is also one avenue tl'xrouglﬁ which God sPeaks to us.

These ’c"lings to come could be negative or Positivc. The Lord is sl‘nowing us to either give us peace,

assurance, warning, direction or have us do somctlﬁing.

A. John16:13 Howbeit when be, the SID/}‘IZ' of truth, is come, he will gu/a’c you into all truth: for he
shall not sloea,é of /7/}775@/6 but whatsoever he shall /7@ar, /i tha £ shall he sloea,é: and he will shew

you t/whgs to come.

a) The Spiri’c of Truth is rcmccrring to the Holy Spirit He will guide us into all truth, not
some truth but ALL. If someone is guidingyou) he is not doing all the work for you. He
works with and a!ongsidc you. In the same way, the Ho!g Spiri’c is our guidc.

b Additiona”g, we have a Promise that he will show us things to come.

c) We can know ’chings to come tl'xrougl"l the power of the Holy SPirit if we will taP into this
and believe. One of the reasons we do not see this l’xappcning in our lives is because

we are not s’cepping out in faith for it.

d) How many heartaches could we have avoided on!g if we taPPcd into this Part of the
ministry of the Holy SPirit’?

e) One of the meﬂor characteristics of God is His goreknowlcdge. Tl’lrough the ministry
of the Holy Spiri’c) He makes this available to the believer who aPProPriatcs it by faith.
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P Notice that these verses say that He shows us tl'mings to come, not ALL ’cl’xings to come.

if we were to know all the things to come, we would not walk bg faith.

He was oPerating in this
Promise (Uohn 16:13). A word of knowleclge has attributes of being shown things to

come.

b) When the Lord shows us tl'lings to come, it could be in the form of direction or a

warning.
c) God shows us tlﬁings to come both Positive and nega’cive.

D Positive—for our future and the goocJ Plans He has for us
o God showing us things to come could look different for everyone.

e Itcould be alack of interest or desire to do somctlﬁing which we
would have done norma”g It could be a recollection of a set

back cxpcriencccl that could reveal to us what could come.

° T]’lings not working out as cxpected. Many times we tend to
force tlﬁings, but could it be that God is sl'xowing us tl-rings to

come”?

i) Negative—revcaling to us the ncga’civc Plans of the enemy. The reason for this
is not to strike fear in our hearts but to avoid, avert, stop the P[ans of the
enemy from happening. We can do some’ching about it such as pray and stoP

all these negative tl'lings and or c]’mangc our action.



o During the Sep’cembcr 11t 2001 attack on US soil by the enemy, 5000
Pcop!e died of which 1000 were first resPonclers. The Peoplc that
worked there were about 50,000 3et that dag few Pcoplc showed up
to work and about 15,000 to 15,000 were able to gct away. It could be
that some of those who did not show up were warned of the Lord. It

could have been in many different ways.

o lwas once told bg a dear friend that during the tsunami, animals went
on higlﬁcr ground. Their instincts warned them, and theg followed suit.
if God can warn animals and show them ’cl’mings to come, how much more

we His children.

o Iworked at a Pizza hutin Manhatan, New York, NY and the Lord showed
me that | was goingto get fired from Pizza hut. Knowing this, I resigneci

before I was fired. He showed me tl-nings to come.

o Another time while at ajob, a guy tried to be Frienc”g to me and one
night while I was home the Lord showed me that he was gay. He warned
me and showed me details about this guy. No, not to shame him, but
wanted to Protcct me and also extend His grace toward this man so he

can rePcnt.

A. Word

a) Godshows us ’cl’xings tocome tl'lrougn the Word. Knowingtne Word of Godis a gateway
to being led by God and eventua”y sl'xowing us things to come.
B. Peace
The presence of oralack of peace could be used bg the Lord to show us tl-nings to come. We
should never ignore a lack of peace.

Colossians 3:15 And let the peace of God rule in your nearts) to the which also yeare called in
one bodg; and be ye thankful.

| was going to get hired into the Position | was aPPlying for. He showed me ’cnings to
come.

C. Faith

b) Just like in everytlﬁing else that Pertains to the Kingdom of God, we need to step out
by faith and believe that God has or is sl-lowing us ’c]’mings to come and take aPProPriatc

action.
D. Inner Witness

When God sPeaks to us or shows us tl'lings tocome (1Cor the Future) ,one of the ways is through

an inner witness of the Ho!g SPirit

What is a witness? It is simply a ’c]’ming or voice that furnishes evidence or ProoF. The inner
witness will eliminate all other voices. This could be a voice that is rePctitive and comes with a

strong conviction.

Romans 8:16-17“The SPirit itself beareth witness with our sPirit, that we are the children of
God: And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, andjoinbheim with Christ; if so be that we
suffer with him, that we may be also glori?ied togctl-ner.”

a) The Holg SPirit will bear witness to His will, the things that He wants us to see and know

’c]’xrougl"l our spirit man. Somctl-nings will bear witness while others will not.

b) This witness could be for or against somctl-ning, ared ligl-nt or green ligf'xt. It could be a
checkin your sPirit, an impression or ’chought. Have you ever had a tlﬁought that comes

randomlg?
c) When God shows you sometl'lingto come, it will bear witness with your sPiri’c man. There
will be a SPiri’c to sPirit connection. He is not bearing witness with our eyes, minds, etc.

but our sPirit.

d) Proverbs 20:27 “The sPirit of man isthe candle of the LORD, searclﬁing all the inward
Parts of the be”g.”

E. Heartreservations.

The Lord shows us t]’xings to come ’c]'lrouglﬁ heart reservations.

Reservations are defined as skep’cicism, unease, hesitation, hcsi’cancg, reluctance.

Heart reservations could be things that you get to know that just bring about certain
reservations in your heart. Tl’neg are more like red Hags. This is a crucial way God warns us
and can lead us to goa different direction bg revealing some information to us that would

bring reservations. These should never be ignored.

a) God sPcaks to us througl'l certain reservations we get about making certain decisions
or taking certain steps. A!’cl’xough not all reservations we have is God sPeaking to us,
we must take time and think ’c]nrouglﬁ things. Proverbs 4:26 “Ponder the /Dat/7 of i'/y
feet, and let all tﬁﬂ ways be established.”

b) Never neglect nor go against the reservations in your heart (Genesis 27:1-30). Never

doit. It is not worth the Pain and heartache that will eventually follow.
Prophccy

Prophecg is simply an insPired word from God in a known tongue thatis meantto edipg, exhort,
and comfort. Another way God shows us things to come is througl'l Prophecg.

The Word of God is clear about NOT despising Propl-nccy (1 Thessalonians 5:20 « Despise not
Prophcsgings} .

G. Visions and Dreams

We should not seek visions, dreams, audible voice, and so forth. All these are seconclary forms
of God Ieading us. If the Word of God is not sufficient, notl-ning else will.
We should stop looking for the spcctacular or dramatic. Pay attention to your intuition—

sensings or Feelings, imPressions, and ’c]'moug]'lts.
