We have to gettoa Place where we treat sin as it is—a transgrcssion and sin agains’c the Lord.

The two Principal reasons and motivations God has shown wlﬂy we don’t want to sin or 3ielcl to

tcmptation.

We need reasons greater than any other reason or motivation. We need somctlﬁing bigger than

ou rsclves.

e Gen 39:9-10—Sin against the Lord. Not sin against man or PotiP"lar but against God
(2Sam 12:13, Psalm 51:4; Luke 15:18).

e 2Sam ]Z:9~]O—-DcsPising the Lord and His word.

1. Genesis 39:9 There s none greaterin this house than I; neither hath he ,écloi' back any i'/7/hg
from me but thee, because thou art bis wite: how then can I do this great wickedness, and sin

aga/nst God?
A. Areason greater than ourselves

a) Thereis no greater reason and motivation to avoid sin than not to sin against
God. We need a reason and cause greater than ourselves not to sin. That
greater cause can onlg be that when we sin, we are sinning, against God.
Anytlﬁing less than that will not keep us from sinning committing, or

wickedness.



. Wrongreasons

a) Reasons like; 1 will hurt Pcoplc) I will be caught, I will lose mgjob, I will get
divorced, 1 will catch STD’s and so forth will not forever keep you from
comPromise and staying away from sin. These are all temporal measures.
These reasons are like a Band-Aid on a wound. It does not heal the wound

but only covers it.
. How to evaluate sin
a) Most Peoplc evaluate sin based on what damage and harm it will do to others

or themselves, but the fundamental basis should be that it is sin and great
wickedness againsttl'!c Lord God.

. Sin clamagc, valid but not Main.

a) Altlﬁouglﬁ the damagc of sin is a valid cause not to sin, it should not be the
MAIN reason not to sin. If there were no consequences, most Pcople will g0 all
into sin. We will reap what we sow (Galatians 6:7-8), and Jeremiah 2:19.

. Doing the rightthing

a) We should do the right thing whether we are caught or not. Whether we reap

or not, whether it hurts others and ourselves or not.
. What motivation?

a) We should be driven or motivated bg fear, lovc, honor, and respect for God.
That’s the proper attitude that we should have.

. Wrong in God’s eyes

a) If something is wrong in God’s eyes, it doesn’t matter if other Peop[e feel it's
okag; it is still wrong, God’s oPinion is l-lighcr and better than any man’s.

. Those who esteem the Word, tl'loug]'lts, and oPinions of God more than the oPinion
of anyone else have a moral code that is established and groundch and will hold like



an anclﬁor, regardless of the pressures that come agains’c them. JOSCPh valued God’s
oPinion over angthing else, that’s wlﬁg he rcsponded the way he did and refused to
give in to the ungoc:”g pressures of this woman. JOS@PI’] was the very definition of a
man of character. We should dcvelop our relationslﬁip with the Lord that we will not

comPromise for anything.

I Whg Joscph refused to slccP with her

a) The heart of the issue for JOSCP]’] not to sleep with Potipl'mar’s wife was that it
was a sin against God.

D Yes, it was also son or sinning against Potipl'mar, but JOSCPh had a

greater and biggcr cause thanjust his boss.

i He had an acute moral compass that he was willing to do what is rigl-nt
regarc”ess if someone is seeing or not. His liFes’cyle was unto the Lord,

not unto men.

J. Colossians 3:22-24 says Servants, obeg in all tl'xings your masters according to the
flesh; not with eyeservice, as men Pleascrs; but in singleness of heart, Fearing God:
And whatsoever ye do,do it hcartilg, as to the Lord, and not unto men; Knowing that
of the Lord ye shall receive the reward of the inheritance; for ye serve the Lord

Christ.” That’s the proper attitude that we should have. JOSCPh kep’c this verse well.

2. 2 Samuel 12: 9-10 Wherefore hast thou 0/65/0/:560/ the commandment of the LORD, to do evilin
his 5[g/7t? thou hast killed Uriah the Hittite with the sword, and hast taken bis wite to be f/zg
wite, and hast slain him with the sword of the children of Ammon. Now therefore the sword
shall never a’cpanf' from thine /70usc,- because thou hast a/cspiseal me, and hast taken the wite
of Uriah the Hittite to be L‘/y wite.

A. The word “clesPise” means to “Devalue or disesteem.”

B. Sinis clcsPising the Lord and His Word.



a) Allsinis no’c]'ling but despising the Lord and His word. When David committed
sin bg taking his neiglﬁbor’s wife and s!augl'l’cering her husband, and the Lord
came to rebuke him through Proplﬁet Nathan, He said that David had
despiscd the Lord and His commandment.

C. David’s lccy Problcm.

a) David’s keg Problem was despising the Lord, not committing adulterg and
murder. ¥ David had not despised the Lord, he would not have done such
wickedness. Later in verse 3, he says that “And David said unto Natﬁan, /
have sinned against the LOKD.”Again,just like JOSCP]’] showed earlier, sin is
a sin against that Lord.

D. Dcspising the Lord Prcccclcs every sin.

a) He said He had sinned against the Lord, which is the same thing that Josepl'l
said earlier that he could not do (Genesis 39:9). David later in Psalms 515
“Against tﬁcc, thee onl, A have 1 sinned, and done this evil in t/y sg/d' David
knew well and recognize& that had sinned against the Lord. | s’cronglg believe
that if this was the Forctl-nouglﬁ’c of David as was with Joseph, he would not

have committed adu!’cery and murder-.
E. Procligal son

a) Las’cly, the Prodigal son said in Luke 15:1841 will arise and go to my father and
will say unto him, Fathcr, I have sinned agpinst hcavcn, and before thcc,”

We need to start treating sin as despising the Lord and/or sin against the Lord—not just
people only. When we despise the Word of God, we end up sinning against Him. Those
who despise the word of God will always sin against the Lord.




The Word of God shows us many ways we can getto a Placc of not sinning against the Lord.

A. Psalm119:11 T/y word have 1 bud in mine heart, that 1 m[g/n‘ not sin agaimnst thee.

B. Joshua 1:8 This book of the law shall not a’cloar'[' out of t/vﬂ mout/7,~ but thou shalt
meditate therein c/ay and n{’g/#, that thou mayest observe to do accora’/ng to all that is
written therein: for then thou shalt make tﬁﬂ way prosperous, and then thou shalt have

‘gOOO/ success.

C. Psalm 1:1-3 Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungoc// , nor
standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful. But fis a’c/[g/ﬂ' s in
the law of the LORD; and in bis law doth he meditate a’aﬂ and n[g/ﬂ'. And be shall be lke
a tree /D/antca/ bﬂ the rivers of water, that [Jr/hgctﬁ forth bis frut in bis season; his leat
also shall not W/L"/?Cr}' and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.
