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The Resurrection of Jesus

One of the greatest arguments for and proof of dﬂristiani’cy is the resurrection of Jesus. Jesus
Propl‘rcsied His death and then rose again fromthe dead Fu[ﬁlling His Word (Matthew 12:40; John
2:18-19). The resurrection is the most crucial aspect of the clcity and life of Jesus.

A. Many Peop[e that claimed deitg (Mohammed, Buddha, Krishna and many more are still dead,

but Jesus rose again from the dead.

B. No other rcligion or belief system boasts of their leader’s resurrection, but Cl’lris’cianitg. This
is one attribute of Chris’cianitg that seParatcs and clistinguisl-les it from any other re[igion.

C. Anyonc with power over death deserves:
a) Our attention
b) Deserves to be heard

D. Jesus was not an average man. He was God. He is God. That is why His death, burial, and

resurrection are such a big deal.

a) He was born to die.

Matthew 28:1-9 In the end of the sabbath, as it bcgan to dawn toward the first a{'zz/ of the week,
came Mary Magdalcne and the other Mary to see the scPulchcr. And, bcl’ao!d, there was a great
ear‘thquake: for the angel of the Lord descended from l"lcavcn, and came and rolled back the
stone from the door, and sat upon it. His countenance was like lightning, and his raiment white as

snow: And for fear of him the keepcrs did shake, and became as dead e And the ange!
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answered and said unto the women, Fear not ye: for 1 know that ye seek Jesus, which was
crucified. He is not here: for he is risen, as he said. Come, see the Placc where the Lord !ay. And
g0 quickly, and tell his clisciples that he is risen from the dead; and, behold, he goe’c]'l before you
into Galilee; there shall ye see him: lo, 1 have told you. And ’c]'leg dePartch quickly from the
SCPU[CI’ICF with fear and greatjog; and did runto bring his disciples word. And as tlﬂeg went to tell
his disciples, behold, Jesus met them, saying, All hail. And theg came and held him by the feet,
and worslﬁiped him.

a) Thesetwo Marys looked, but did not see a bocjy. He was gone—RISEN, indeed.
b) Jesus is alive! Ha”elLﬂ'ah. God is NOT dead.

c) Because He is alive, there is hope for your situation. You can expcrience life and the
resurrection power of God in every area of your life. This can be your Personal life, your

health, marriage, business,job, the list goes on and on.

Emptg Tomb

“Paul, an aPostlc, (not of men, neither bﬂ man, but bg Jesus Christ, and God the Fa’cl'xer) who
raised him from the dead.”—Galatians 1.1

a) Thisis the most amazing event in all human I’xistory. No other religion has an emp’cy tomb.

b) The enemies of Jesus could have easily stoPPed all talk of the resurrection bg Proclucing
His dead, decaging body, but there was no dead body for them to Producc! The tomb in
which He was buried was empty to date!

Now the next daﬂ, that followed the alaﬂ of the /Drcloaraf/on, the chief, /Dr/lests and Pharisees came
to‘gctﬁcr unto Pilate, Saying, Sir, we remember that that deceiver said, while he was ﬂcta//vc, After
three a’ays / will rise again. Command therefore that the sclou/c/wr be made sure until the third
a’aﬂ, Jest fis CP/I:SCP/CS come bﬂ n[g/ﬂ', and steal him away, and say unto the locolo/c, He is risen from
the dead- so the last error shall be worse than the first. Filate said unto i'/vcm, Ye have a watch: g0
yourway, make it as sure as ye can. So i'/?@ﬂ went, and made the sclou/c/mr sure, sca//hg the stone,
and setting a watch.
—Matthew 27:62-66



a) Some of the reasoning that was givcn for the absence of Jesus’ bodg was that the
disciples have stolen His bodg. However, to prevent such from happening, the chief

Pricsts and Pharisees went to Pilate to have this tomb sealed and guarded by soldiers.

b) On a side note, to their credit, tlﬁey remembered the Prophecies about His resurrection

and did all the Prepara’cion to stop it. It's qui’ce sad that the believers did not.

o) 1don’t believe any of the disciples was that trained and skillful to take on these armed
Roman soldiers. These same men had fled in fear when He was beingtaken bg the soldiers
and then crucified.

d) A “watch”was a total of four men according to Acts 12:4 and tlﬁey were fixed and armed
at the tomb with a three-hour rotation. Even more, the sealing of this tomb was in such a
way that one could tell when the stone was moved because the seal would have been

broken. It is said that a c!ay seal was P!aced at the tomb of Jesus.

e) Actuallg, the scaling of the tomb onlg Proviclccl as one of the greatest Proofs that the
Lord Jesus resurrected. Theg made sure that no one could still His bocjy, which they did,

yet he resurrected anyway. Tl’leg were witnesses to such a lﬁistorg clﬁanger.

And when tﬁcy were assembled with the c/a/crs, and had taken counsc[ tﬁcy gave /afgc money
unto the soldiers, Saying, Say ye, His allﬁsalb/cs came f)ﬂ n{'g/n‘, and stole bim away while we s/clof.
And ¥ this come to the governors ears, we will /Dcrsuaa/c /7/}77, and secure you. So tﬁcy took the
money, and did as L"/?Cﬂ were taug/7t.~ and this saying /s common/ﬂ rc/oor'['ca/ among the Jews until
this alaﬂ.

—Matthew 28:12-15

a) The elders and the Pharisees had to P!ot and lie because ’cheg could not explain it away.
The Man was risen! Again, their lying shows that Jesus rose from the dead. If he did not

rise from the dead, then there would have been no cause to lie and connive about it.

b) The very men that were Put out to guard the tomb were the very ones to witness the
reatest even of all history, et they allowed themselves to be bought out of it.
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o) If Jesus was rca”g afraud like mangjokers and religions have said, the disciples would not
have allowed bcing martyred for aliar. The simPle fact is that the resurrection of Jesus

cannot be explained awayl



A. Firstto be raised from the dead, neverto die again.

Jesus was not the first one to be raised from the dead. True, many other People in scripture were

raised from the dead, but only to die again.

a) 1 Kings 17:22, Eliiah raised the widow’s son from the dead.

b 2 Kings 435, Eﬁisha raised the Shunammite woman’s son from the dead.

c) 2 Kings 1%:21 A man came back to life after his dead body was thrown and touched the dead
bones of Elisha.

d) Uesus raised Lazarus (John 11; Matthew 9:25; and Luke 7:15).

e) Peter raised Dorcus from the dead in Acts 9:40-41.

P Paul raised Eutyclﬁus from the dead (Acts 20:7-21).

Jesus Propl'lesied His death and His resurrection and then rose again from the dead Fulmcilling
His Word (Matthew 12:40; John 2:18-19) . Jesus Proplﬂesicd His dead and resurrection a total of
14 times (7 Public and 7 Privatc) . He defeated the grave!

Colossians 1:18 “And he is the head of the bodg, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn
from the dead; that in all tlﬁings he miglﬁ’c have the Precminencc.”

a) Jesus was the first one to die and resurrect, but NEVER to die again.

b) When Jesus resurrected from the dead, He resurrected with a sPiri’cua! boclg that could

never die again.

B. Four Parts to the GosPcl

1 Corinthians 15:1-4 “Moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the gospel which | Preached unto
you, which also ye have received, and wherein ye stand; By which also yeare saved, hcye l«teP
in memory what | Preac]'led unto you, unless ye have believed in vain. For | delivered unto you
first of all that which 1 also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the
scriPtures; And that he was buried, and that he rose again the third day according to the

scripture&”

a) These verses make it clear that the Gospel has four Parts toit.
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D The Christ
i The death for our sins.
i) The burial.

) The resurrection.

The Gospci is incomPlctc without these four parts. Jesus, the Christ (God), died, was
buried and rose again.

We have to believe the three asPects of the Gospel to be ’crulg born again. We can’t
believe one and rfject another. For instance, if you don't believe that Jesus raised

from the dead, you can't be saved even tlﬁougl'l you believe He died on the cross.

C. “...that God raised Him from the dead...”

Romans 10:9-10 “That if thou shalt confess with thg mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe
in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart

man believeth unto riglwteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.”

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These verses make it clear that we have to confess with our mouth and believe in our
heart that God raised Him from the dead to be saved.

Some folks when ’c]'leg are ministering salvation, tlﬂeg do not l-ligHiglﬁ’c that the person
’chey are ministering to MUST believe that God raised Him from the dead, yet this is
the main Point !:)3 which a person is Fina“y saved.

D Those who do not believe that Jesus rose again from the dead cannot be

savcd.

To me, having someonejust repeat sinners Praged and not have him confess that he
believes that Jesus was raised again from the dead is not a biblical way to minister

salvation.

Notice the word “saved.” This is translated from a Greek word “Sozo” which means

sa{:ctg, to be made whole, deliverance, the Forgivencss of sins, I’lealing, Protcction, and

Prosperitg .



) we want to cxPcricncc all the abovc, we need to believe in our hearts that
Jesus has been raised from the dead—That He is alive. If Jesus is not alive,
there is no hopc for the above. There is nothing to receive from a dead God!
Jesus is alive. We have hopc for cvcrything we need in this life.

D. Seenof the twclvc and of above 500 brethren.

1 Corinthians 15:5-6 “And that he was seen of Ccphas, then of the twelve: After tlﬁat, he was
seen of above five hundred brethren at once; of whom the greater part remain unto this

Presen’c, but some are fallen asleep.”

a) The evidence suPPorl:ing the resurrection of Jesus is ovcrwhclming. First, there were
over five hundred eycwitncsscs of the risen Christ! These are a lot of egewitnesses‘

Five hundred voices cannot be ignorecl.

b) Thisisa Powcmcu[ detail of the resurrection of Jesus. Best to say, this is crucial PromC
that the gospels do not mention. Jesus was seen by the twelve discip!es and then was

seen bg more than five hundred brethren at once.

o) Jesus did not rise sPiritua”y but bodilg. A sPirit cannot be seen. Jesus was seen bg

many after His resurrection. Resurrection clﬂangcs cvcrgthing. Seed comes up

different after it dies.
D Jesus was a P]ﬂong, He would have said that He will rise from the dead

sPiritually, hence leaving no evidence for his resurrection, but He said and rose
again Phgsica”y.

i) No religion boasts this truth. Even the grave is emptg to this day. The man
rose again from the grave P]ﬂysica”g not sPirituallg.

E. The resurrection, our hope!

1 Corinthians 15:12 “Now if Christ be Preacl'ned that he rose from the dead, how say some

among you that there is no resurrection of the dead?”



a) The resurrection of the Lord Jesus is the hopc that believers will as well resurrect one

dag unto eternal life.
b) The resurrection of the Lord Jesus is ProoF that there is a resurrection.
F. i Christis notrisen...

1 Corinthians 15:3-14 “But if there be no resurrection of the dead, then is Christ not risen: And

if Christ be not risen, then is our Preacl-ling vain, and your faith is also vain.”

a) These verses make it clear that if Christ never rose from the dead (which He did), then
our Prcaclﬁing and our faith is in vain. In other words, we cannot be born again, and we

are believing in vain and we are still in our sins.

b) if this is true (that Jesus never rose from the dead), then all that slept have Pcrisl'led
and if this is true, then believers are the most miserable of all men. 1 Corinthians 15:17-
19 “And if Christ be not raised, your faith is vain; ye are yet in your sins. Then tlﬂey also
which are fallen as!ecp in Christ are Perislﬂed. if in this life on!g we have I’xope in Christ,

we are of all men most miserable.”
G. When Jesus won, we won with Him throug]'l faith

Every believer in Christ died with Him, was buried with Him, and also was raised with Him.
Furthermore, we are seated (Epl'xesians 2:6) with Him in I’xeavenlg P!accs and our life is hid with
Him in God. We identified with Jesus in all areas ’c]’xrouglﬁ faith in Him. All these are realities in
our SPirit man, but one day in the future, we will cxPerience a bodily resurrection and we will
getanew bodg, never to die again. This body will be immortal, incorruPtible and one of flesh
and bones (Luke 24:%9).

The word “resurrection” is used in reference to the Physical bodg resurrection, while the
words “raised and rise” are tyPicauy used in reference to our current state in our sPirits right
now hence the terms, “risen with Him”, “raised with Him.” Our sPiri’c has been raised as a result

of Jesus’ bodily resurrection (Romans 4:25; Colossians 2:12-13)



a) Colossians 2:12 “Buried with him in bap’cism, wherein also ye are risen with ﬁl}nthrough
the faith of the opcra’cion of God, who hath raised him from the dead.”

b) Colossians 31,3 “lfyc then be risen with Christ...” For yeare dead, and your life is hid
with Christ in God.

c) 1 Thessalonians 4:13-14, 16 “But | would not have you to be ignorant, brethren,
concerning, them which are aslcep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no
hope. For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep
in Jesus will God bringwi’c]'x him. For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a
shout, with the voice of the arclﬁangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in
Christ shall rise first.

D When the Bible refers to the believers in Christ, it does not address them as
"‘a’caa’”, but as "’as/ccp.” (Lazarus—John 1:11; ComForting One another—I
Thessalonians 4:1%-16; Saints arose—Matthew 27:52).

d) All suPPortcrs of Jesus will resurrect unto eternal life.

D Ifa person or team you are suPPortinggocs to the ring and wins, you have also
won. Itis aPProPriate to celebrate that win and youaren’t considered crazy for

doing such.

e Inthe same way, Jesus our Champion won, so we all who have put our
faith in Him (suPPorting Him), have won and are c]ﬂampions alongwith
Him. We won with Him.

i Jesus died on the cross and rose again, so all those who believe in Him will rise

again because He did. We died with Him, and we rose with him.
H. Jesus is the Resurrection and the Life

a) John11:25-26 “Jesus said unto her, f am the resurrection, and the life: he that
believeth in me, tlﬁougl'l he were dead, yet shall he live: And whosoever liveth and

believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this?”

) T]’lougl'l ’c]'leg were asleep, theg will resurrect.



b

Matthew 22:32 “I am the God of Abralﬁam, and the God of Isaac, and the God of
Jacob God is not the God of the dead, but of the |iving.”

D Godis the God of the living, not the dead. He is the God of Resurrection.

Proof of Forgivcncss of our sins.

Look no Furt]ﬂer, the resurrection of Jesus proves that we have been Forgiven. Because of the

resurrection of Jesus, we have Prc>01C and evidence that we have been Forgiven of all our

iniquities and our (Romans 4:25 “who was delivered up because of our 0/7[6/75@5, and was

raised because of our jllst/}[/catfon.” NJKV). Jesus was raised to secure and seal our

Justification (Forgiveness). Because we arejus’chcied (acclui’ctccl), Jesus was raised from the

dead.

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Colossians 2:13 “And you, beingdeacl inyour sins and the uncircumcision o{:your flesh,

hath he quickenccl togethcr with him, having Forgivcn you all ’crespasses;”
Psalm 103:3 Who Forgivctl-l all thine iniqui’cies; who healeth all ’c]’my diseases;

Hebrews 9:12, 15 “Neither bg the blood of goats and calves, but bg his own blood he
entered in once into the holg Place, having obtained eternal rcclcmption for us. And
for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that bg means of death, for the
redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, ’c]’meg which are

called mig"]t receive the Promise of eternal inheritance.”

Hebrews 10:10-12, 14 “By the which will we are sanctified through the omcmcering of the
body of Jesus Christ once for all. And every Priest standeth daily ministering, and
oﬁccring oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins: But this man,
after he had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down on the rigl-nt hand of God;”
For !:)9 one oﬁccring he hath Pencec’ced forever them that are sanctified.

D i Jesus did not resurrect from the dead, our sins cannot be Forgiven' We have
been comple’celg gorgiven of ALL our past, present and future sins have been

Forgiven. We have a new nature and which does not what to sin.

i All our sins were in the future before we got saved and before we even sinned,
yet Jesus died and Paid for them. The payment and sacrifice of Jesus were a
million times greater than our sin. Because of how vast the payment was (the
Blood of Jesus), wlﬂg could we doubt that it could take care of all our sins—

Pas’c, Present, and future?

e fJesusdid not die and Forgive our future sins, then we cannot be truly

born again.

o It takes sinless blood of Jesus for us to be Forgiven (Hebrcws 9:22),
not an aPologzj or I'm SOrTy. if all it took was a sorry or an aPologzj,
then Jesus did not need to come. We could accomplisl'x this another

way. There was no way, so Jesus had to come.

i Jesus did not pay forour past, present and future sins, then we are doomed.

He won’t be dying again (Hebrews 9:27).
v) Our redemp’cion is not onlg goocl until the next time we sin. It is not Partia[.

o TheOT Forgiveness was tcmPora! while the NT Forgivcness was eternal.
Thereisa big difference. Unlike the OT Pries’cs that offered sacrifices
dailg or continua”g, on the other side, Jesus did it once for all time and
for all Peoplc. What a l-nuge difference! This ONE TIME CLEANSED
US FOR ALL TIME. (Hebrews 9:25-28).
